· Young Author entries for the state are determined by the number of members you have in NCRA as of December 1, 2011.

	Forever Young authors do not count in these totals and should not exceed 50% of your council’s entries.  They need to be judged at the local council level.   Forever Young authors must be members of NCRA


· Communicate your local council deadlines with members early in the school year!  Each council holds its own local judging in November and, we hope, a local celebration in Winter or Spring.  How you judge the local entries is up to your council; a copy of the scoring rubric used at the state level is attached.  if you wish to adapt or use it for your council’s local judging.

· After local judging is completed, mail winning entries by Friday, December 13, 2011.  Late entries will not be accepted.  You must send paper originals – no disks - with the completed “Young Author Entry Form”  taped (no staples please!) to the back of each writer’s entry.  The enclosed “Council Information” form must accompany the entries from each council.  Send local winners to: Elaine DuPree 2419 Hidden Meadow Dr. Fuquay-Varina, NC 27526.

· Judging for the state entries will be (tentatively) the first Saturday in January, 2011, 10:00 a.m. until judging is completed (which is usually about 2 p.m.) in the Raleigh area.   Lunch will be served as a thank you for serving as a state judge.


· Once winning state entries are selected, each council will be notified and will be responsible for sending the text for those winners by e-mail directly to the printer.

· The state celebration will be held on March 12th Raleigh Convention Center Ballroom.    Time will be at 1:00 PM.
