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Homework Support Room Contract

For students at Rocky Mount Preparatory School to be successful, they will need to complete their homework on time and be prepared for class.  When students do not complete their homework, they gradually become further and further behind the class which results in failing grades.  Those students who have their work completed on time are the students who are most successful.

Sometimes a student does not know how to complete an assignment and needs extra help from a teacher.  We have set up a room that will be monitored by Mr. White for all students who need extra time at school to complete homework.  Any student who would like extra help from a teacher may stay after school on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and/or Friday.  These students will be able to ride the 5:00 bus home.   We will be seeking volunteer mentors to come to our Homework Support Room to work individually with students.  Students will have access to computers during this time for on-line work that is being required by teachers.  

Students may stay with one of their own teachers during the after school hours as well and can move to the Homework Support Room when their teacher needs to leave.  Homework completion is going to be a priority this year.  

When students do not have their homework completed, they will be assigned to the Homework Support Room at 2:45 to complete any assignments that were not ready for class that day.  If their work is completed satisfactorily by 3:30, the students will be released to go home.  For those students who need an extended day, staying till 5:00 to complete their work, a phone call will be made to parents telling them their child is in the Homework Support Room.  These calls will be made between 3:30 and 4:00.  If a student is on a sport team or is being picked up by a parent, the student will be released from the Homework Support Room as soon as their homework is completed.  They do not have to stay in the Homework Support Room until 5:00 if another adult is assuming responsibility for them once their homework is completed.

This program is dependent on the support of our RMPS parents.  If you want to avoid having your child assigned to the extended day please monitor your student’s homework completion each night.  Every student is being provided an agenda book to help them organize their homework assignments.  Rely on this agenda book as well as the message board on line (www.rockymountprep.org) to know what assignments your child has.   Keep in touch with your student’s teachers via phone, e-mail, or letters regarding the progress of your child.  The responsibility of helping your child to be successful lies with the teachers, parents, and students.
